The first item on the agenda was to award 2 Contracts to American Leak Detection to come and test for leaks in the south pool for $750.00 and a contract to repair the leaks for $1075.00.

Nancy Dittmeier seconded and was approved unanimously.
The next item on the agenda was to approve a contract to American Custom Restoration for miscellaneous maintenance work such as replacing soffit on building 9, to repair and replace a downspout, secure gutters on the west side and conduct several water tests on building 10, repair header in garage C, to repair stucco on recreation hall, and to check the columns on the south end of building 10 and other miscellaneous jobs while we still have the lift in the amount of $6,150.00.

Motion No. 3: Nancy Dittmeier made a motion to approve a contract to American Custom Restoration for miscellaneous maintenance work such as replacing soffit on building 9, to repair and replace a downspout, secure gutters on the west side and conduct several water tests on building 10, repair header in garage C, to repair stucco on recreation hall, and to check the columns on the south end of building 10 and other miscellaneous jobs while we still have the lift in the amount of $6,150.00.

The next item on the agenda was to approve a replacement option for the current concrete railing system for our condominium which will be comprised of a white aluminum powder-coated railing at an approximate cost of $72,000 for building 8 which will be a material alteration. The existing concrete railing replacement cost with new concrete would be approximately $302,000. Once the Board approves the new aluminum replacement option both, options 1. Aluminum or 2. Concrete will be presented to the owners for a final vote.
Motion No.  4: Perry Allen made a motion to approve a replacement option for the current concrete railing system for our condominium which will be comprised of a white aluminum Kynar finish railing which is a material alteration at an approximate cost of $72,000 for building 8.
Marilyn Ryan seconded and was approved unanimously. 

The next item on the agenda was to remove $165,185.50 from the Concrete/Railing Reserve to pay American Custom Restoration to do the North, West and South walls of building 8 and to work on the East side of the building which included repairing headers, window sills, cantilever beams, stucco repairs and painting the entire building except for the walkways and the railings which will be included in the next phase. 
Motion No. 5: Perry Allen made a motion to remove $165,185.50 from the Concrete/Railing Reserve for American Custom Restoration to cover the cost of the North, West and South walls of building 8 and to work on the East side of the building which included repairing headers, window sills, cantilever beams, stucco repairs and painting the entire building except for the walkways and the railings which will be included in the next phase.
