Board of Directors Meeting

Minutes for August 11, 2021
The meeting of the Four Seasons Condominium Association is called to order at 7:03 PM ; Patricia Petersen, Perry Allen and Nancy Dittmeier are present.  Bob Bennett and Marilyn Ryan by phone.
The Secretary read the minutes from the June 30, 2021 Board Meeting.
Do I hear a Motion to approve the minutes as read from the June 30, 2021 Board Meeting?
Motion No. 1:  Perry Allen made a motion to approve the minutes as read from the June 30, 2021 Board Meeting.
Pat Petersen seconded it and it passed unanimously.
The first item on the agenda was to complete the counting of the proxies for the material alteration. 
While the proxies were being counted, Pat made it clear that the quoted amount $98,800 is the cost for one building. It is not the cost for 10 buildings. Pat also mentioned that the meeting today is to count the proxies and to announce the total yes votes.
Pat reported that there are many things we need to make decisions about after this meeting. One of them is our options on how to finance the project. There is a plan. You were sent a letter regarding the plan we will be working on. We will not have any final costs until the engineer goes through buildings 9 & 10. That is scheduled for some time this month.

The proxy tally count was 133 yes votes and 3 no votes. 117 were required to pass the material alteration.
The president asked for a motion to approve the proxy tally as announced.
Motion No. 2:   Perry Allen made a motion to approve the tally of the proxies.  Nancy Dittmeier seconded and it passed unanimously.
Pat discussed items such as an interest only loan, Insurance Company’s inspection work accomplished, how the work on building 8 was done in phases, answering questions about the railings being installed on building 8, and the installation of the trash chute doors because of the fire inspection. Also the inspection by the insurance company required us to be in compliance with their findings.
Perry discussed items such as the dock work and work required by the fire department inspection.

Pat asked if there is no further business on the agenda, do I hear a motion to adjourn.
A motion was made to adjourn the meeting at 7:43 PM by Perry Allen.
